OVERVIEW OF PROPOSED PRICING

In accordance with the RFP, all prices conform to the format and structure as defined in the solicitation document.   Additional price elements have not been included except as defined in the Price Proposal for Additional Offerings.  Sprint’s pricing tables for the electronic submission is included in Appendix A.  Sprint has submitted fixed price contract schedules for all mandatory services and features for each effective fiscal year over the 8-year period.  Domestic access prices and domestic transport prices are priced separately in order to permit separate provisioning and/or use of the access portion and of the transport portion of Circuit Switched Service (CSS), Switched Data Service (SDS), and/or Dedicated Transmission Service (DTS) at any time, at the discretion of the Government.

The prices contained in this proposal are fixed for all specified basic services and for all mandatory services and features for each applicable fiscal year within the 8-year contract period.   Sprint will maintain all price tables for the full contract period except as adjusted by existing provisions of the RFP.  All prices are binding at the time of contract award.  For prices that are effective later than contract award, Sprint will define the day, month, and year in which the prices are to become effective.  The actual timing of contract award may impact the date that Sprint’s prices become effective.  If the contract is awarded before April of a given fiscal year, the prices for contract pricing year 1 shall be effective through September 30 of that fiscal year.   If the contract is awarded between April 1 and September 30 of a given fiscal year, the prices for contract pricing year 1 shall be effective through September 30 of the following fiscal year.  Pricing for years 2-8 is on a Government fiscal year basis. The first effective prices proposed for any service, feature or equipment (effective within a particular contract year) will not increase for the subsequent fiscal year if the first effective prices (effective within a particular contract year) are in force for less than full 12 months.  Proposed prices do not change within a fiscal year but may vary from fiscal year to fiscal year to reflect changes, such as changes in technology, market maturity and improved commercial availability.

Prices for CSS, SDS, DTS and VAS services, features and equipment may include both domestic and non-domestic locations.  For the purpose of calculating certain non-domestic connection prices, the domestic coverage definition shall be regionalized and each region will use its own assigned country/jurisdiction ID.  The locations with regionalized coverage definitions are those within the Continental U.S., Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Guam and the Northern Marianas. All other locations are defined as non-domestic for the purposes of this proposal. The objectives of the Sprint pricing tables are to provide prices in a consistent structure at a competitive level and in compliance with the RFP.  Prices may vary from year to year to reflect anticipated changes in technology and network and access efficiency.  Many of the price tables are sensitive to many factors including geographic location, time of day, distance, monthly billable revenue, transport type, and access type.  Instructions for Pricing has been provided beginning in Section 7.0 of this narrative.

In response to Section L.38.4 of the RFP, Sprint has prepared a schedule showing the estimated domestic taxes to be included on its monthly invoice.  These taxes include any applicable gross receipt tax surcharges, federal, state, and local excise taxes, as well as the Carrier Universal Services Charge assessed to cover contributions to the Universal Service Fund under FCC Order No. 97-157.   In addition, all non-domestic taxes, duties or value added taxes are not included in the unit prices and will be invoiced at the actual rates that the taxing authority is assessing those duties and or taxes on Sprint as of the date the features or services are provided X.
